The PERG measures how the center of your eye is working, using different-sized patterns
Procedure:

1. Inthe testing room, an electrode is taped on the center of the
forehead and at the outside corner of the patient’s eyes with some v N
gel, after cleaning with cream _

2. Thereis 1 drop for each eye R

3. Astring-electrode it put across the eyes, with a sticker at each corner
of the eye String-electrode

4. Eye-glasses must be worn (if used)
PERG Testing (10-20 minutes)

5. The patient must sit on a chair and look at a monitor for the test
6. The patient must look at the pattern on the screen, be still, calm, and
not blink too much
a. After the first 2 patterns are tested, the patient is moved
closer for the last pattern
7. When finished, the gel is cleaned and the patient can leave
