Colour images 

of the fundus  (the retina, light sensitive 

layer inside the eye), fluorescein angiog-

raphy (looks at the blood vessels inside 

the eye),  slit lamp biomicroscopy (looks 

at the cornea, iris and lens), ophthalmic 

ultrasound and Optical Coherence To-

mography or OCT (cross-sectional  views 

of the different layers of the retina and 

optic nerve) are some of the services pro-

vided daily by the OIU.
