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Educational Support for Students 
in Hospital 

 
 
 

What is Educational Support while in hospital?   
 
In partnership with the Toronto District School Board (TDSB), Conseil scolaire catholique 
MonAvenir (Csc MonAvenir) and the Ministry of Education, teachers are assigned to the 
hospital to provide educational support to patients through the Education & Community 
Partnership Program (ECPP).   
 
Parents/Guardians may take advantage of the educational services of an ECPP teacher. This 
means that: 

• The student will be taught by a teacher who is present in the hospital. 

• ECPP teachers will complete a registration form with you/student and connect with 
student’s current home school to support/supplement their learning at student’s 
current school OR transfer the student to the ECPP roles at SickKids and take over all 
schooling. 

• Elementary students will have a program that focuses on literacy and numeracy skills. 

• Secondary students may not be able to receive support in all the courses that they are 
currently enrolled in. ECPP teachers will work with home school and family to prioritize 
student learning in their courses. 

• The teacher will prepare an education report at the end of the student’s hospital stay 
which will indicate the student’s educational achievements while at the hospital (if 
taught for 5 days or longer). 

• Educational Services are offered September through June, excluding school breaks. 
 
 

How can a parent/guardian request Educational Services for their child while in 
the hospital?  
 

1. Obtain the Request for Educational Support for Student in Hospital form from the 
hospital. Parental consent is required for a child or adolescent to access education 
support services while a patient in the hospital.  

2. The student’s guardian must complete the intake form and drop off at the Family Centre, 
main floor, Black Wing. 

 
Parents or guardians are encouraged to make arrangements prior to their child’s stay where the 
dates of the hospital stay are known in advance.
