 Procedure 
 1. Carefully empty the contents of the capsules into the mortar. 
 2. Levigate the powder with small amounts of Simple Syrup until a smooth paste is formed. Add more 

syrup to the paste until a liquid is formed.  Transfer the contents into the graduate.  Use additional 
syrup to rinse the remaining drug from the mortar and add it to the graduate. 

 3. Add citric acid and stir well.  Measure pH and ensure is between 4.5 - 4.9. 
 4. Make up to the final volume of 50mL with simple syrup.  Stir well. 
 5. Transfer the suspension into the amber bottle. 
 6. Label and affix shrink seal.
