• Electronic balance • 1L clean amber glass bottle  
• metal spatula • shrink seal  
• 1000mL graduated measure • gloves x 1  
• glass stirring rod • mask x 1  
 

 Procedure 
 1. Wearing gloves and mask, weigh out the Sodium Benzoate powder in a 1L graduated measure on 

the Electronic balance. 
 2. Add 200mL of Sterile Water to the graduated measure.  Stir well until the powder is dissolved.  Add 

more Sterile Water if necessary. 
 3. Make up to the final volume of 1000mL in the graduated measure with Sterile Water.  Stir well. 
 4. Transfer the solution to the ambler bottle. 
 5. Label and affix shrink seal.
