· Identify and list 2-4 team members who will participate in the workshop, including at least one person from the implementing organization and one person with decision-making authority with respect to the execution of the implementation plan. 
· Additional participants can be researchers, practitioners, community partners, policy/decision-makers, or other key individuals involved in planning and executing your implementation initiative. Workshop participants should represent different perspectives related to the implementation context.

Please note that the course is held online on two consecutive business days from 10:00 am to 2:30 pm ET. Full attendance of all team members is required on both days. 

Application Process
· Applications will be reviewed for alignment with workshop learning objectives and readiness to implement. 
· Space in the workshop is limited to 5 teams. 
· All applicants will be notified about the status of their application no later than Monday March 14, 2022. 
· Successful teams will be required to complete a Practice Profile worksheet describing their intervention in more detail prior to the workshop.
· Successful teams will need to submit payment in full within one week of notification of acceptance to secure their space in the course.
